Creation to Birth of Christ

• Promised to Abraham
(Mt.8:11; Lk.13:28;
He.11:8-10)

• Promised to David
(2Ch.7:18; Is.9:7; Mk.11:10)

It is a mistake to proclaim that there is only one “gospel”. Those who believe this say that from Genesis to Revelation there is the “gospel of Jesus Christ” and no other gospel.
Now, the Bible is one integrated message from Genesis to Revelation. That is, there is one Author, namely, the Holy Spirit. And salvation (forgiveness of sins) has always been
by grace through faith. But there are distinct “gospel” messages i the Bible. Each one has a different message and targets a different group of people. They are not inter-
changable, and cannot co-exist at the same time. Their messages are designed for specific periods of time.

• This is the good news (1Co.15:1-4)
message during the church age. This
speaks of the suffering, death, burial, and
resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ. This
message declares how Christ suffered
and died a substitutionary death for man’s
sin and that He rose from the dead to
provide His salvation to all who will
believe on Him.

• Paul speaks of “My gospel” (2Tm.2:8)
which is the gospel of grace with added
revelation concerning things like the body
of Christ, the church, and the mysteries.

• This “gospel of the kingdom” will be
proclaimed during the 70th week of
Daniel which will end with the
coming of Christ — the King. He
will come to set up His visible and
literal kingdom on the earth.

• The “everlasting gospel” (Re.14:6)
does not mention Christ. It is a
message of repentance to Gentiles.
This message will begin during the
70th week of Daniel, and runs
through eternity. The “everlasting
gospel” says man is to fear, worship,
and give glory to God because He
is about to bring judgment. It is a
message of God’s righteousness
and judgment rather than a
message of salvation.

• Galatians 1:8 says, “Though we or
an angel from heaven preach any
other gospel unto you than that we
have preached unto you, let him be
accursed.” However, in Revelation
14:6 we find an angel proclaiming
another gospel and he is not
accursed.

• The “gospel of the
kingdom” finds its
fulfillment during the
millennial reign of
Christ — the King.

• The “gospel of the
grace of God” is not
associated with this
earthly kingdom
because this gospel
seeks a heavenly
kingdom.

• There will be children
born during this time.
They will need to be
“saved” from their sin.
The exact message or
gospel is not clearly
taught in the Bible.
Since in all previous
ages salvation is based
on the death (looking
forward or backward)
of Jesus Christ, it is
natural to believe that
will be true during this
will true during this age
as well.

• During the earthly ministry of
Christ the gospel of the
kingdom was preached
(Mt.4:23) because the Messiah
— the King — was presenting
Himself to the nation of Israel.

• Because Israel as a nation
rejected their Messiah — the
king — the gospel of the
kingdom was suspended. It
will be proclaimed again during
the 70th week of Daniel
because the King (Jesus Christ)
will soon return and end the
70th week.
