
• May outwardly profess Jesus Christ
• Claims identification with Christ

• Unsaved; Unbelievers
• No profession or identification with Christ
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• The “world” is made up of those who have
NOT believed on Jesus Christ for salvation
(Jn.3:18). They do not make a profession
of faith in Christ, and make no association
or identification with Him.

• Within the Kingdom of Heaven are both
believers and unbelievers. Both at least
make an identification or association with
Jesus Christ. One may be in the Kingdom
of Heaven as seen by their outward
profession of Christ, but not be saved by
not believing on Him (Mt.13:24-30,36-43,
47-51; 22:1-14; 25:1-10).
