• Organization founded with the
aim of destroying Israel.

• The Palestinian National Charter
(1968) officially called for the
liquidation of Israel.

• Israel destroys the Egyptian
air force on the ground.

• Israel conquers and occupies
Sinai and Gaza.

• Then Israel conquers the
West Bank from Jordan, and
Golan Heights from Syria

• De facto annexation of
East Jerusalem.

• UN resolution 242 called for
Israel to withdraw—
establishment of peace.

The first 69 weeks of Daniel 9 was
fulfilled as week (7) of years. Thus
the 70th week will last 7 years as
well.

This is a 1,000 year (Re.20) period
where many of the promises God
made with Israel will be fulfilled.

• Declaration of Israel as a
Jewish state.

• British mandate terminated
with the British to leave
Palestine.

• Egypt, Syria, Iraq, Lebanon,
Jordan, and Saudi Arabia
declare war on Israel

• Egyptian, Syrian and
Jordanian invasion began.

• It provides for the division of
Middle East into British and
French spheres of influence.

• Egypt declares war of
attrition against Israel.

• Following a large number of
Palestinian suicide attacks
on civilian targets a wall is
begun.

• Syria and Egypt launch a
surprise attack against
Israel.

• Israel experiences heavy
casualties in 18 days of
fighting.

• This calls for dividing Palestine
into Jewish and Arab states and
for establishing Jerusalem as an
international city under UN
administration.

• Israel proclaims
Jerusalem as their
capital though not
recognized by the
international
community.

These recent wars of Israel almost always resulted in land gain for Israel. Israel started few of them, but most were started by the surrounding Arab nations. The God of Abraham, Isaac, and
Jacob is watching over the little state of Israel. Israel’s land mass is only 1 600th of the Arab countries surrounding them. These same Arab countries out number Israel’s population by nearly
50 to 1.
